On August £8, last, a requisition was sent
forward from this Branch to the Purchasing Division
asking for the purchase of a dough aixer, at an nut{untid
cost of $420.00, for use at the Blood R. C. Indian
Residential School.

I an this morning in receipt of a protest
from the office of the Minister in respect to the pur-
chase of this equipment. The officials are anxious to
know if this dough mixer is beins purchased to replace
one already in use or if a dough mixer is being in-
stalled for the first time. In view of the war condit-
{ons now confronting us, we are carefully reviewing all
such purchases, in the ﬁnpu that by careful scrutiny we
ean reduce expenditures. The purchase of equipment such
as this for residential schools has been brought up and
reviewed by this Branch from time to time during the
last two or three years. I am personally of the oginiun
that pupils in attendance at our residential schools
should be encouraged, not only to bake bread, but to do
a great deal of useful work, the accomplishment of which
will train them for i1ife on the reserves. It is just
possible, however, that the mixing of dough for an instit-
ution as large as the Blood R, C. school might take up
more of the students' time than could easily be spared
from other duties.

I should like you to go into this matter
very fully with the Principal and let us have a comprehen-
sive report on the matter. This report should serve as
a guide not only in respect to this particular purchase
but in respect to similar purchases at other residential
schools. feel confident the officials at the office
o{tthn Minister will be guided largzely by your recommend-
ation.
