Enclosed herewith is a requisition for musical in-
gtruments for the Boy's Band at the Cariboo Indian Res-
idential School.

This Band wag started by Brother Mac Donald about 18
months ago with some old second hand fifes and a few new
cheap ones purchased from Eatons. Some of the drums were
purchased and some home-made. In any event this effort has
been of inestimable value in building up the morale of the
gschool which was very low.

So far the band has been strictly drum and fife but
the addition of the bugles would balance it up much better
especially since Brother MacDonald has also got the Boy
Scouts organization going and an effort is to be made to
start a Girl Guides. The old fifes are not much gocd now
and Brother MacDonald and the Principal, Father McGrath
have both approached me to see if the Department will pur-
chase bugles and fifes, quotations for which have been re-
ceived from the Vancouver Drum Company. Terry's Music
Store have only quoted on Bugles as they had no Fifes in
gstock at the time but may have by this time.

The school has supplied all these boys in the Band with
a uniform at considerable expense in addition to the instru-
ments already purchased and I would strongly recommend that
the Department authorize the purchase of all or part of this

equipment.
