Proposed Worlk.

It 418 planned to rehabilitate the original bed
by digging up the tile to clean them out. The area will
be re-graded, Further the plan is to extend the bed %o
the east & length of 60 feet with 80 feet porous tile lines
18 in number, meking a total porous tile extensiom of 1200
feet. This with the 1600 feet provided in the original
field would mean a totel of 2800 feet of the tile will be
in place. It is proposed to 1ift 1500 feet of tile from
the lower bed developad in December, 1937, and this would
leave 1300 feet in plaee for use with the laundry waste, AT
deaired.

It will be advisable to place coarse gravel under
and around the tile lines to the depth of one foot below
grade., Further it is advisable to install end underdreing
@along the downhill side of the disposal fleld in a gravel-
filled trench and connected to the lowser disposal ficld %o
provide against water-logging of the entire bed due to the
failure of the subgrade %o effectively ecarry off the liquid.

In addition 1% will be adviseble to inorease the
septic tenk cepacity and partiocularly to inerease the si-
phon chamber. In the first ocase to improve the settlement
conditions as the school population has considerably inoreased
singce the original plent was built, and in the second cass %o
lengthen the periods between dosing flows disobharged by the
siphons to the disposal field.

The walls of the inspection man<hole of the origi-
nal spptie tank were reported caving inm and it was notieed
the timber was rotted and sand filtered in. New walle and
covers will be necessary. An additional soil depth of one
foot has been bullt up and e road built over the original
tank, 80 that i1t is advisable a reinforeed conerete roof be
built to replace the wooden top. The present wood top appears
to be overloaded, especially when snow or ice and vehicular
traffic over it is considered,

Prosent Examinstion.

A series of samples were teken from the siphon
chamber during the year's school term and they showed 11t~
tle of the light particles were being discoharged from the
tank. An insneotion was made of the tank effluent end bed
on June 8th. A carefully tekem sample was secured directly
from the outlet pipe of the main tenk, Little obnoxious
odor was notioceable from this murky pailful of water and
only a very limited quantity of purtiulan= ebout the size
of & pinhead, were observed when the pail's contents were
stirred up.

The disposal bed appeared to be water-logged,
particularly noticeable at the centre where the ground was
s0gegy. Most of the rest of the bed was prodably clogged
ups. A flow of water oocurred each time the s iphon operat-
ed, welled up the surface and flowed away over ground %o
the southwast. Some of this water was soattered over the
hillside, but in wet or winter weather could reach the
lake, a8 the hillside would then have little absorptive

cupacity.

The laundry waste water is carried by a separate
line dovm past the septic tank and now flows overland on
the grassed slope 500 feet south from the tank., It ine
cludes kitchen~sink drainage. A man-hole on the burried
section of this liine exiests neer the southwest corner of
the original disposel bed and the water flows out of 1%
at an elevation well above the lower disposal field, In
the construction of supply tile line to this bed on Decem-
ber, 1957, a "Y® entry was left for connection of the
laundry waste in event a grease separation tank or ocomn-
tact bed were built so that the effluent could be disposed
of in the disposal field.
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Topography of the original and seoond disposal
field was cheoked over and borings made, This, with test
pits made at the site of the lower bed dug Just before
its development showed that the best absorptive area was
located in the original disposeal bed area and its vioinity.

MEMORANDUM

Past Experience.

The sewage &isposal system of this sehool
consists of & septic tank with siphon chamber and a
disposal bed, Owing to overloading and lack of clean-
ing out of the tank and disposal bed over a period of
8 years, the system ceased to operate properiy.

It was found the tank contained a large
acoumulation of solids which took up space designed
for settlement and digestive action so that passage
through the tank of daily flows was unduly speeded up.
The consequent passage of solids quickened the asoumu-
letion in the disposal field, whioch clogged up, backed
up the flow and stopped intermittent operation of the
siphons., Finally an outlet was established from the
outer end of the disposal bed and mores or less oon-
tinuous flow from the tank resulted. In November,
1987, it was noticed this flow carried particles
about the size and shape of tea leaves, enough to
soon block any dispos tile rield.

In December, 1937, a new disposal bed was bullt
in a field at a distance of 250 feet southeast of the
tank. This losation was used as an alternative %o clean-
ing and extending the originel bed, which was expeo ted
to be water-logged owing to necessary continuous use of
the disposal system during mid term of the aschool. The
tank was cleaned out under difficulties of this handiocap.
It was observed the school sewage filled this tank and
siphon chember in 24 hours.

It was evident by the following spring that
there was insufficient absorption obteined in the new
disposal area, as the bed overflowed and established &
discharge path directly downhill into the adjacent lake.
In August, 1938, this washout was stopped by building a
clay dyke around the downhill side of the bed and re~
levelling the bed. An examination showed that tile had
not been displaced, but nearly one fifth of a complete
line of tile was found to be filled with bleack mueck,
mostly peper, and the underlying sand appeared to have
1ittle absorptive capecity. Where the tiles were lifted
out there was no sign of discoloration or silting of the
adjecent sand, but a flow of tank water along the open
trenech filled it to about 3 or 4 inches. After slowly
seeping away & thick soum was left on the sand.

report on conditions of the sewage disposal system.

I may say that we have been in correspondence
with Mr. Gow for some months in conneetion with this mat-
ter, and have regeived a report under cover of a letter
from Mr. Gow dated the Blst instents. I em attaching here-
to the repors lnoo-p-.n{iu Mr. Gow's letter and prepared
by Mr. Rose of Mr. Gow's office. Copy of a blueprint %0
agoompany Mr. Rose's report is also attached,

In his ocovering letter Mr. Cow states that they
have been very busy om work connected with his own Bureau,
and so have not been able to prepare detail drawings of
the extensions and alterations proposed. However, the

reparation of thease plens is now under way, end they will
completed as repidly as Mr. Gow's staff astivities will

permit.

Mr. Gow states that AT any work is to be carried
out along the lines suggested in Mr. Rose's report, it is
imperative that such work should be dene during the holiday
season and as soon after July 1st as possible, It will be
noted that in this connection Mr. Rose hes estimated the

cost of the proposed work at ‘3.108-00.

Prom Mr. Rose's history of this sewage disposal
system as well as statements of present condition and recom-
mendation with regard to what he thinks should be done, 1%
does not eppear to us that the $400.00 available for work
this yeer will be of much use. However, as Mr. Rose is
now thoroughly familier with the whole situation, Aif the
Indian Affeirs Branch do not wish to make an expanditure
in exeess of $400.,00 this semson, our recomuendation would
be that the expenditure of this amount bde left to the dias-
sretion of Mr. Gow as to what work could be undertaken %o
the best advantage with this limited amount.
