I am submitting a vapert oh William Creeley.

Sunday evening, February 13th., after being home for
half an hour I went back to the school building about 5.30 P.M.
When I went in some boys told me William Creeley had gone up to
their dormitory. I was surprised as visiting is over at 4.30 and
no visitor is allowed upstairs unlees they have special permission.

I immediately went up and found him in the room of the
Boys' Supervisor -Mr. Panchuck. I asked him what he was doing
there and what he wanted. He replied that he wanted the Boys'
Supervisor to give his children (a boy of P and a boy of 7) special
attention and favors, and that when he came in the younger boy
was erying. I told him all ehildren here are treated alike and
that none received special favors and then I asked him to leave.

I walked ahead of him to the stairs but let him 2o down
first. When we reached the playroom he said "come on outside™ 1
went with him to the boys' door and opened it for him. During this
time I had said nothing. As he went down he suddenly reached back
and caught me by the legs and as I was totally unprepared for such
& move he succeeded in pulling me down the steps. He said he wanted
to fight and he called to two friends who were waiting to come and
help him,

kr. Panchuck, who had followed me, and I both tried to
reason with him but he took off his coat and pulled out a knife
and started swinging it around. I called to the boys who had gathered
to get Mr. Reeves, the Engineer, and he came and tried totalk to
him. Then I turned to go into the school and he made a race at me
and as his arm went round my neck I put up my hand to save my
face. The knife cut the sweater I was wearing and made a cut in
the fleshy part of my right thumb, When he made the race at me
Mr. Panchuck tried to come to my assistance but George Keewatin,
one of the Creeleys' friends, grabbed him by the hands and held him
long enough to give Craseley his chance. Creeley kept repeating
that he would kill me yet and thaet he would come back till he did.

The Superintendent gf Education
returned here this morning, and hag reported on the
discussion held with Mrs. Loveys, /Mrs. Robertson and
yourself concerning the future of the above residential

school.

This will conﬁﬁrm the following proposals
made by Colonel Neary: ’

(1) That the File Hills Résidential School cease to
function as a residential school on June 30, 1949

(2) That a new day schodl be erected at the File Hills
colony to provide éducational facilities for the
children within wglking distance of the proposed site

(3) That the present classroom blook at the residential
school be operated as the second two-room day school
and that this provide educational facilities for the
children within walking distance

(4) That the six or elght ehildren who could not attend
these two day schools as proposed above, be sent to
the 'ortage Jla Prairie or DBrandon residential schools

(5) That all furniture and equipment at the File Hills
residential school be transferred to the Brandon,
Portage l§ Prairie, or Round Lake residential schools
as required

(6) That the /qualified teachers at the school be retained,
if they so desire, at the two proposed day schools

(7) That aceommodation for the day school teachers will
be provided at the new colony day school, and that the
principal's or farmer's residence at the residential
school be used as teachers' residence for the day
school there.
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You have been left the photostatic map
prepared by Mr. Indian Superintendent Booth showing
all the Indian homes on the Reserve. You will note
that we are locating these schools to provide
educational facilities for the United Chureh children.

I would be pleased to hear from you after the
Women's Missionary Society executive has met and decided
conceirning the proposals made.
