regsult of the whole affair was that they were gent back to the
Stikine Agency &8 soon a8 navigation apened. With this case 1n
mind and in view of regulations mentioned above 1 consider that if the
Bishop is prepared, through a certain fund which he has at his
disposal, to hospitalize this girl, he should bhe permitted to do €0
and receive the thanks and appreciation of the Department. I
understand that the girl in question may linger for months and then
again she may pass away in & compafatively short time.

If she ha@l been returned to her Reserve and to her father 1 was
prepared to recormend that she receive special food supplies and in
the spring months be given a tent and allowed to sleep outside. 1
unders tand unofficially that the girl has been already teken to the
hospital at Smithers by the Bishop but amn not definite on this point.

I doubt if this girl has any good
immediate future as a school pupil. The usual
treatment is by plaster cast in hospltal, as
you think, and the treatment goes on from one
year to another. 1 belleve Doctor Mc uarrie
would advise that the girl be sent either to
Kamloops or Vancouver. The best suggestion 1
can offer is that she be admitted to one of
your local hospitals for review when Doctor
MeJuarrie comes up. I know this will take her
out of your immediate Jjurisidction and nelther
you or Doctor Irish will probably be able to
see her with Doctor McQuarrie. The wishes of
the parents might have some bearing on the
problem and I think you and Doctor Irish would
be well advised to talk to them about 1%.

I beg to enclose herewith a copy of a letter, in duplicate,
from Dr. R.H.Irish, Medical Attendant at the Le jJac Indian Residential
School, as well as a recommendation for admission to Hospltal
covering a pupil of the school called Evelyn Prince of the Stuart
Laken Band of Indians. I trust you will find the letter from Dr.Irish
self explanatory.

This case is one that I feel should have hospital treatment,
especially as the ailment developed while the girl was at the school.
I do think, however, that it will not be necessary to keep the girl
in hospital for as long a period as suggested by Dr. Irish. I think
that if the girl were sent to hospital for treatment that very likely
she will be put in a cast for some months, and during the time that
she 18 in the cast I would imagine that it would be posalble for her
to return to the school and stay there and attend any studies that she
could. This would be an advantage to both the Department and the girl.
To the Department hecause it would mean less expense and to the girl
because she would not be lonesome and she would not have te spend long,
weary, months in hospital.

Please understand that I am not fully informed as to whether or
not an arrangement of thie kind is practical or advisabhle from the
point of view of the possible recovery of the girl, but I am making
the suggestion to the Department knowing full well that the ledical
Profession will be only too willing to advise me definitely Just what
procedure should be adopted.

Dear Mr. Moore:=-

I was a asked yesterday by Father Simpson of the
Lejac School to see a young Indian girl, Evelyn Prince, who had
previously been a pupil there, and who had Just been brou-ht down
once more from her home in Fort St. James.

This girl is suffering from Pott's disease of the
spine, a tuberculous condition of the vertebrae, vhich in this case
has 1involved one or more vertebrae in the mid-thoric region.

There 1is already a good deal of deformity, and there
is no doubt but that immediate hospitalization is essential. The case
will be a rather prolonged one, recuiring treatment in a cast for a
year or more,

There 1is no activity at present in the cheset that I
can make out, and it will probably be satisfactory if the girl remains
at the school until hospitalization can he obtained.
