The nbove illustrates a Type 8SF

applieation is shown at “B"” and in the
case of swimming pools the feeder tip
furnished is known as Quick Clearing
Feed Tip. An installation of a Style
CL re-agent tank reguires a connection
with the water supply as shown at “A",
The re-agent is put in through the fun-
nel-like mixing tank, marked “Re-agent
Fill.
