A few were kept at home at that time and the
1a8t group, ten in pnumber, were sent back to the Edmonton

mesidential school oOn the 27th.

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In the meantime however, tnere appeared to be an
epidemic of pneumonia at the Plue Quill's Residential sochool
as there were ten Cases of pneumonia taken to the hospital
from the school petween the 15th September and tné 14th Odtober
four of these cases being double pneumonia. A8 thoese of the
onildren kept home after the 18t October became fit and parents
1irected to take their children to school, they hesitated in
some cases owing to fear that their children might contrac?
pneumonia. In some cages thelr children were just recovering
from whooping cough. rortunately,eo far, there have been no
jeathe there frow this disease.

1 might esay that none of the parents refused defin-
itely to take their children back to sohool when direclea tnat
they shoula do 80. They stated in most cases that owing to
hearing of eo many pnewnonia cases st the sohool, they aia
not wish to take the risk of losing thelr children and that
they would rather keep them for a short time or until such
time ae the pneumonia situationoleared up 10 soue extent,
Compuleion might have Deen resorted to, to have the children
taken in immediately after they werse coneidered fit. On the
other hand, if this action had been taken and pneumonia hac
caveed the death of a pupil after being taken in, a Very
disagreeablé situation would have been created.
