Dear Sir:-

You will find enclosed three copies of an
invoice from the C.,A, Vunham Co, of Toronto,covering
the purchase of thirty eight radiator traps,which
were bought for the Indian Residential School at Beauval,
Sask, and I kindly ask you to forward these invoices
to the Indian Affair Branch for payment for the follo-
wing reasons:

When the heating system was put up at the
school,it was late in the fall,at a time when commu-
nications were absolutely impossible., Then the con-
tractor noticed that these traps were short,so he
simply had to complete the work without them.

Things went on since,but the residents of the most
remote rooms from the boiler room were always complai-
ning about cold,while in the center it was too hot,

This fall,I just happened to meet“steampipe
fitter to whom 1 exposed my problem and after having
examined the heating system,he simply told me that
I had to get these traps in order to re-ulate the heat.

So I purchased same immediately to permit him
to finish the work before leaving. He even made 5
floats and thermostatic traps at the end of the mains,
thus saving the Indian Affair Branch about $400, 00.
All this has made the system working in a very satis-
factory, condition, ‘herefore I am confident that
Vttawa make no difficulty to pay this bill if it 1is
well explained to the officials.
