The enclosed Monthly Financial Statement, will, I
feel sure cause the Department some concern, in anticipation
of which, I am writing youp with the request that you will
give your best consideration to my letter, and make whatever
comments you think best before gsending it on to the Department
in Vancouver and from there to Ottawa.

Until this present month, I have taken quite a bit
of pride in sending to you my Financial Statement, but you
will notice, lam sure that the enclosed will reveal the fact
that we are slipping finaciall¥¥. And that, unless we can
receive special financial help we shall be in debt. As indeed
ve Nnow aree

During thke six_and a half years that I have been in
charge of St. George's 8chool, 1 have paid a tolal of $I10665
to the bank for overdraft interest. I have always paid my
staff before the emd of the month, so that their salaries have
always been shown on the current monthe I have tried not to
draw on the Quarterly allowance until the last month of the
cuarter. Unless we can secure financial help other than the
current cuarter's allowance, 1 shall have to do 80 this monthe

Taking into consideration that this ig always the
most expehsive period of the vear, on account of fuak,light
and lack of farm produce, there are atill other reasons why
we are having such great difficulty in financing our gschool
business. There are many more demands made on our financial
resources these days than were ever made before. Each time
a new idea leaves the Ottawa office, new demands are made on
our fimancial resourcese Diet sheets, posters, full time
clagsroom hours for all pupils; all these mean more fimancial
commitments. We receive appetizing diet posters, with
instructions to explain what balanced diet mean% The amount of

ter and fish and fruit juices that should be taken
They are all very well, and, I have no
doubt they are all very necessary in the building up of a
gtrong health{ bodye. But commen-gsense should tell us that to
comply with all that advice it is absolutely impossible to
do 1t on 70 cents per capita per day, and take care of all

: We read letters and articles in the newspaper
about the poor attention Indian pupils are receiving in the
Residential schools. Many of these articles and letter are
written by well meaning peoples But I dont suppose anyone of them
realize that in order tn treat Indian pupils in residential schood
the same way as children of well=to-do parents would be treated

in a private residential school, the per capita allowance would ha
have tn be doubled twice and meree And I dont suppose for one
minute the rate payer would stand for ite

But, I do feel sure that there is a happy medium
that could be reached. Owing to the advanced cost of living.
the per capita allowance we now receive is not sufficient to
meet the necessary expenses which we must incure.

To tide us over until the end of the present
cuarter, when prices may possibly take a dip down, we should
have three thousand dollars exclusive of the current per capita

allowance. We must tw ousand dollars in order to pay
our debts. If that amount fs Eo Pe found in the New England
Company funds, I shall be exceedingly grateful for it, and it
will take a great load off my minde If it is not to be found
in Yew England Comapny funds, I want you to know that we shall

not be able to meet our obligations when they come duee.

It has taken some years to bring this school
baek to a position of respectability and honour in thas
community and with the business houses. I would like, if at
51l possible. to retain that positione.

Enclosed. you will find alXached to the Financial

Statement. a comparison of salaries and prices etc. between
the years ]J941 and 194%. These .prices are conservative. and
I have doubt the Department Eo fully aware of theme

You will note that the current surplus during
the period December 3lst, 1947 to January 3lst, 1948,
decreased from $5,068,78 to $1,180.73 and that the Rev,
Principal anticipates a deficit of 33000 before tne end
of the present quarter unless increased financlal asslist-
ance is secured from the New Tnglad Company funds or else=-
where.,

I have reason to velieve the financial
difficulties belng encountered by St. George's School at this
time are not in any way greater than the difficulties bel ng
encountered by other residential schooles in British Columbia
and have no doubt that the Department is bel ng pressed for
increased per capita and other grants to meet the deficits,
"resumably consideration is being given to met nods of meet-
ing residentlilal school financial problems but in the mean-
time if there are funds available from the Vew England
Company a svecial grant would be of considerable assistance

to St. George's School.
