I recently received a visit from the Chief of the Moose Band of Indians in

connection with a very sad drowning accident, which occurred during the summer at
Moose Factory.

le asked my advice as to what eteps he should take to bring the matter to the
notice of the Department and I replied that perhaps it would be well to write to you
in his own language and have a translation of the letter forwarded.

He decided to do this and the attached letter is the result. It is somewhat
incoherent so I beg to supplement it with a copy of the report I sent to The Fur
Trade Oommissioner of The Hudson s Bay Company on the subject.

It reads as follows !
Sep 19th 1919

I regret to have to report a very serious drowning accident in this
Yistricts It occurred on July 290th at Moose Factory. It appears that
twelve of the school children from the Church of England Miseion of
which The Rev Haythornthwaite is in charge, were allowed to crowd into
an old canoce, for the purpose of crossing to an Island to pick berries.
It was high tide with quite a big sea running. When about in mid
channel the canoe capsized and seven out of the twelve children were
drowned. The remaining five were saved by an Indian named Archie Sailor
Who in a emall cance managed to pick them up. Mr Gaudet sent out his
entire staff of Servants with all cances available, to search for the
bodies, and by 1 a. m. on the 30th the seven bodies were recovered.

Two of the boys drowned were sons of one of our Servants, Samuel Louttit
who is employed at Fort George. "
