We have been authorized from Ottawa to proceed
with the placing of a new pipe line to replace the cast iron pipe
line now in place between the C.P.R tank and the reservoir at the

An order was placed about ten days ago with
Johng-Manville Ltd, for the shipment of the necessary pipe to
Birtle, In all probability this pipe will arddves at Birile early
this week and it will be quite in order for you to take delivery
of the same,

However, there is some slight delay at Ottawa in
having the fundB necessary for this work transferred from the
Indian Affairs Branch to the Engineering and Construction Service,
and until such time as the money 18 made available. it will not
be advisable to commence witn the excavatilion work.

As soon as the money is made avallable and an
engineer is available here, I will have him proceed to Birtle to
inidtate the work and to transfer to you the funds necessary for
the carrying out the job. It i8 not the intention of this
office to maintain a member of the staff on the job, but it is
our idea to leave the selection of personnel engaged on the work
to you and would also ask that you make arrangements for paying
such labour as 1is hired. The general supervision of the work,
however, will be under the direction of this office.

You will be advised later when our engineer will
be at tine site. We trust, however, that it will not be later

I hesitate, therefore, to lssue
instruetions to the Indian Agent in respeot to the seloetion
of personnel as suggested by Mr. Gow. It 13 just possible
that a great deal of the delay might have been avolded if
the money nogessary for this work had been sent 4direet to
our indian Agent. In any event 1t is ilmporsant sthat the
work should be completed at the earliest possible date.
You will note from the last paregraph of Mr. Smith's letter
that it will not be possible to re-open this school for
elass room work until she work is oompleted. This will
mean & re-adjustment in the per capite grants and a sube
stantial finaneial loss %o the Presbyterian Chureh, the
Chureh reaponsible for the operation of this sohool.

In removing the old pipe it was found to be
badly corroded outside and tuberculated inside all
along the line, deep pitting being most extensive
along the bottom,

First, at Birtle, Mrs. Lockhart has asked
for twenty~seven new beds and mattresses for the Senior girls'
dormitories, I know that these are badly needed because when
I was in Birtle in October many of the c¢hildren had no mat-
tresses and were sleeping on pads.

We are going to try to get the grounds at
Birtle fixed up this year and hope to improve the outside
appearance,

When Mr. Hoey was in Toronto recently, we
spoke of the condition of the floors in both schools, and we
hope that you will be able to devise some means of improving
this. With regard to the Cecilia Jeffrey School, as we are
expecting to have a new principal ge in, we would very mueh
appreciate your consideration of allowing us something to fix
up the building. It certainly needs paint very badly. With
regard to the stove at Cecilia Jeffrey, I understand that it
is not in very satisfactory condition. We have had to buy bread
and this seems a needless expense for such a large institution.
The refrigerator at thie school also, I understand, is not in
satisfactory condition and we feel that this should be attended

to during the summer months. Hoping these matters will receive
your considered attention,

be used for replacing poor beds in the other dormitories.
If the Department have funds available 27 new beds for
the senior girls dormitory would certainly be an im-
provement to that dormitory,but if funds are not avail~
able twelve new beds would be satisfactory at the
pregsent time.The beds in use at present are <7 inches
wide and 72 inches long.Springs and mattresses will
be necessary for all the new beds supplied.
