Memorandum:

Re: Beauval ln Residential Sohoo

In reference to your notation on Dr. MeGill's
memorandum of July 20th last regarding the water supply at the
above school, we are attaching two copies of a report prepared
by Mr. K. B. Andre following an inspection made during the
period August 1lth to 18th, 1944.

Mr. Andre states that until three years ago, the level
of Lac La Plonge was at least 2§ feet higher than at present,
and that there is now no depth of water greater than 2§ feet
within 1500 feet of the outlet into La Plonge river. This area
freezes solid to the bottom in winter cutting off the flow to
the river and to the hydro-eleotric plant,

The lowering of the lake level is said to be due %o
gub-normal rainfall and not to any wasteful operation of the
gontrol dam, as the sluice is only opened when the sawmill is
being operated and in winter. At other times there is a suff-
{oient flow from some small streams entering the river below
the oontrol dam, dbut these cannot be depended on in cold weather
or very 4dry seasons.

The excavation of a channel to deeper water in the
lake is not feasible owing to the expense involved and the
difficulty of taking suitadble equipment over the road from
Meadow Lnin to Beauval, nor does the raising of the dam at the
power plant to oreate sufficient storage to operate during the
winter appear to be an attractive proposition,

During the past three winters when this low water
condition has obtained the school authorities have operated the
generator by a belt drive from their Diesel tractor. Imn this

way they were able to carry on, but at the loss of the use of the
tractor for other purposes.

Under the circumstances, Mr. Andre recommends that a
Diesel engine be installed to operate the generator when the
water supply is insufficient during the winter or in emergencies
during other periods. We concur in this recommendation, and
would suggeat that, as was done at the MelIntosh school when the
penstoock was being replaced, a used truck or automobile engine
together with the necess pulleys and belting be purchased,
and installed by the school authorities. At MolIntosh, the Dep-
artment paid $50.00 for the pulltzl and holtln:. and $100.00 for

we were able to arrange for an inspection of
the hydro-electric plant at the above school by Mr. K.B.Andre
of our engineerinz staff from August 11lth to 18th last and
I am forwarding herewith, for your information, a COpYy of
Uir., Andre's report of August 95th and a copy of a memorandum,
dated September 15th from Mr. Mills in which he summarizes

Mr. Andre's findings.

You will note that the basic trouble is the

lowering of the water level in Lake La Plonge to the extent
that the maximum depth of weter within 1500 feet of the

outlet into the river is only 2% feet., As a result this
section of the lake freezes solid in the winter months cutting

off the flow of water to the river and to the hydro-electric
plant. Any works iirected to obtaining a greater de th of

water would be too costly for consideration and the best
solution seems to be that recommended by Mr. Andre and mentioned

in the last paragraph of Mr. Mills' memorandum. This is an

installation of an auxiliary engine to deliver 30 hepe and
the winter months when no

-glectric operations. You will

note from Mr. Mills' memorandun that a used automobile engine
will be satisfactory if a suitable one could be obtained.
