I beg to acknowledge receipt of your telegram
of June 8th which read as follows:=-

"May arrange for examination of drainage sysiem
Birtle School and report to the Department expenditure
required.As funds are limited necessary work only should
be considered.”

Yesterday two plumbers from the firm &f Yates
and Meale,Brandon,worked at the school,and have located
the stoppege in the drain right under the basement
floor.To do this the concrete floor had to be broken
up for a few feet.As soon as I can form an estimate of
the cost of necessary repairs I will communicate with
you.Some new iron pipe and tile will be necessary.

To delay doing this work until I received
fur ther authority,would mean additional expenditure,
therefore I am proceeding to do what work is essential
at once,and I hope that no further expanseé wild be
necessary. he washing water is backing up into the
school basement,and the smell is abomibable,and to
delay would mean sending the children home or running
the risk of an epidemic.I will supervise this work
myself,and will seetthat no expenditure is incurred
which is not necessary jmmediately, to preserve the
health of the children.

We have known of cement Septie Tanks being
badly damaged above the water line for want of Ventilation.

We have also had men overcome by gas in cleaning
these Septic Tanks out,because they had not been properly
ventilated.

WVhere House “raps are not installed it is an
easy mattier to ventilate the Septic Tank,and drains,through the
Stacks to the roof ,being careful not to cause freezing or chilling
by too much ventilation.

If you decide to remove these Traps and make the

Dear Bir, Re Drains, Indian School, Birtle.*an.

¥e have only now been able to assemble the necessary
information to form an intelligent report. Some of our Staff
being absent,

On being called to Birtle to clear the dain Drains
our Plumber found that there had accumulated a stoppage, not
in the Drain that goes through the Septiec Tank,but on that Drain
which is connected to the Laundry Machinery, the Kitchen Sink,
floor drdins in lLaundry and the Drinking Fountaine. This DPrain
also takes all the rain water from the Roof.

The stoppage was composed of Grease, sowe Lint and
broken half rusted wires from the roof cages showed in two places.
The waste stoppage was between the Boys Recreation HRoom
and the Dining Reom,and in this case about 25 ft of the Drain
was plugged solid with grease, At this point, the cold water from
the Boys Drinking Fountain enters this drain,contfibuting to a
large axtent on hardening the grease., At this point,the drain
is 6" cast iron and had to be taken up to be cleaned,and some

new pipe put in, We also installed a cleanout here to help in
gase of future trouble,

The lesser stoppage was in the same Drain but in the
Tile Pipe near the Septiec Tank where an offset in the Drain
occurs. The average depth of this Drain is approximately 7 feet
and was dug up in three places and eleven lengths of tile pipe
had to be replaced.

The accumulation of rubbish,helped out by the broken

rusted wires from the roof cages were the cause of the plug
here,

We night suggest that all roof cages protecting the
outlets of rainwater pipes should be made of copper.

While this drain was plugged,a severe rain stomm
ocourred, causing considerable inconvenience and some damage.

in conneotion with conditions at the Birtle Indian
Residential school. 'The invoices for thé work

already oarried out have ne doubt heen submitted hy

Mr, Smith, the Indian Agent. Consegvently I 4o not

know the emount of the bill. However, I am of the
impression that it entailed considorahlo expense and if

& repatition of this ocan be avoided by the installation
of a grease trap, I would recommend that one he installed
even though the price appears exceptionally high.

You will note that Mr. Yates makes
gertain recommendations. Ne¢ doubt all of them would
be an improvement hut will entail considerable expenge
totalling almoet $400.00. In my opinion the copper
wire cages or baskets should be installed, especially
on the lower parte of the building where waste material
is liable to acoumulate.

I would like to bhe advised if funds
are available to carry out any of this wo rk.

Dear Miss Lang:

I would like to question the Department
of Indian Affairs through your Executive re the improvement
of the grounds round about our school.

As 1 told you at the Conference in Toronto,
I have been the means of the erection of several buildinrs -~
9 or 10 in number - all of which were required for the

full equipment of the farm - I have broken up 265 acres

of new land - a large percentage of which was scrud land -
and have 1t now in a good state of cultivation. This means
that we have now 440 acres under cultivation, a fair
percentage of 858 acres. I have purchased all the addit-
ional machinery required on account of the great increase
of tillable land. I have done all this without as<ing the

. Department for a dollar with the exception of some paint
for the outer buildings. They gave me about 2£200.00 worth.
All these enumerated improvements are hare to be seen.

I have also introduced a good strain of
l horses. And you will remember the opinion expressed that
\ animals of less value would be prood enough for an Indian
institution. And yet I was prompted bo this more by noting
y that Government farms in every case that I know of have
. good stock. And above all by noting that year after vear
i at the sale of sire cattle at Brandon Winter Fair,
. Inspector Hamilton has purchased some of the hirhest priced
! animals, even to Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion
! in some cases, to be placed on Indian reserves. Let
competent judges visit our school and the Indian reserves
and make those visits both winter and summer and say where
1s the most fitting place for valuable animals.

Now I want to ask the Department, through
your Exeecutive, a three-~fold question: 1. Are the grounds
round about our school to be left in their present crude
state? 2. Will the Department make and beautify these

“\, grounds and finance it by special grant? 3. ©Ghall I
unﬂfrtlke it and finance it without asking the Department

for help?

I am in receipt of your letter of the 5th
instant, enclosing communication received by you from the
Reve Prineipal of the Birtle Indian Residential School.
He refers to the necessity of improving the grounds at the
school and, in the second paragraph of your letter, you
mention the unfinished condition of the floors.

1 am requesting Inspector Hamilton to visit
the Birtle School as soon as he can possibly do do and let
us have sn estimate of the expenditure that would be required
in connection with the ahove.

For your information, I may say that an
amount of $300.00 was provided in the current yvear's approp-
riation for airs and improvements at the Birtle School.
Recently, the artment received an account for $£05.37
covering repairs to the sewer and drain, and, on the recom-
mendation of Inspector Familton, we have suthorized an
additional expenditure of $183.00 in connection with the
water system. These amounts practically exhaust the sum
specifically provided for this school, but, if Inspector
Hamilton reports that the other improvements requested can
be done for a reasonable figure, I shall endeavour to obtain
the necessary funds.

same time 1 say, for your personal information, that
we might be able to secure an additional amount from the
funds that are unallotted., I would therefore appreciate
it if you would visit the Birtle School within the next
few weeks and let me have an estimate of the expenditure
that you would gonsider reasonable, both to improve the

floors and to place the grounds around the school in a
fair eondition,

In reply to your letter of the l1l2th instant,
file 106«1«5, I wish to report that I visited the Birtle
School on July £8th, in company with Agent Smith, RS s

We went carefully through the whole build ing
and the floors are certainly badly cracked and, in many .
cages, very unlevel, The fault, I am convineced, has nothing|
to do with the foundation of the building because there is }
goarcely a crack in any of the walls. In my opinion, the
gteel work on whicech the cement floor was laid, was of too
weak a structure and the floor settled in the areas bhetween
the main supports. I am not in a position to recommend what |
action should be taken, but would suggest that this matter '
be given over to the EBagingering Department for their advice,
I think it would be useless to attempt to lay another floor |
without first putting down the steel work to carry it, and
this, along with the weight of the cement, would perhaps :
be too heavy for the buildinge It might be poseible to cle&an
out the cracks and*‘fill them in with something and then
gover the halls and some of the main rooms with battleship
linoleum, I am sure this latter suggestion would be the
cheaper and probably tl® most satisfactory.
