You will note that Mr. Hamilton considers the
system should be improved immediately. Mr. Gow's report
rives an estimate of the cost at $1,400, the greater part
of which will be for labour.
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As the season is advancing and as the neceaslty
for improving the sewage disposal system appears very
argent, I would appreclate having your authority to
advise Inspector Hamilton by wire to have this work
proceed at once. Funde for the purpose can be secured

600 feet from and 60 feet above Round Lake, the source of

Congequently, the
only possible drainage of the school site is into Round
Lake. It was necessary, therefore, to treat the sewage
from the school in order 1O prevent pollution of the water
gupply. The method of treating sewage by means of a septic
tank and dieposal bed was gelected as beat auited for

gontinuous service with & minimum of attention. A8 waahing

compounds used in the laundry were aonsidered harmful to

geptic action in the tank, & separate laundry sump was

provided.

The sand surround-

ing the sump had become almost impervious by the accumulatio

e
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of grease ete. The sump was enlarged and measures were
taken to convey the drainage to a gravel strata To permit
more rapid seepage. This work was notv garr ied out unader

our supervipion and at present we do not know to what extent

if any, this work interfered with the disposal bed.

The present disposal bed has been in place nearly
peven years. It has received no attention and the surface
is now very uneven, overgrown with weeds and covered with
gsome rubbish. Doubtless, the tar-paper covering on the
tile Joints has deteriorated, permitting the coarse sand to

enter and clog the tile. The cloggling of the tile and the

70% overloading of the bed have regul ted in some of the

seepage reaching the surface ol the beds The close
proximity of the bed to the school makes it egsential that
the surface geepage be eliminated.

The present population of the school 1s about
170 or 70 in excess of the number for which the sewage

digposal system was desligned. While the usage of water

at this Institution does not inerease proportionately To
the incerease in population, yet 1t is fairly certain that
overloading of the disposal bed has taken place. The
gseptic tank is slightly undersized Ior & population of 170
and the ayphon chamber in particular should be enlarged for

efficient results.

It 18 recommended that the capacity of the

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The accompanying plan shows the location of
the proposed extension to the disposal bed and sectionsa of
either side of the extension.
