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"The siphons and the gensral operation of the septic
tank should be frequently inspected, While the school
is open, an inspection every day, and certainly not
less than once per week, would not be too often 1if
trouble is to be prevented, |
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"The partly unsatisfactory past operation of the sew-
age disposal system 1s, no doubt, largely due to the
enormous load of discharge from the automatic battery
type of tollets, which puts a strain on the disposal
system, New manually operated independent olosets
should be installed.”
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We infer from the above report that the
automatic discharge goes on at night as well aa in
the dey time, Would it not be possible to control
the discharge? It might be cut off at night and even
reduced at other periods, but left as it 1s for the
period that there is the greatest usage. From our
experience, manually operated toilets for each unit
frequently become a problem in upkeep. /

The pumps were installed in 1928, and are therefore 20 years old.
They are not of modern design and are not capable of equalling the per-
formence of a modern unit, While they are anchored to substant lal con-
crete bases, considerable vibration was noted, due largely to the Tacot
that shimming was needed, As a result of these vibratiomns and gradual
wear and tear, the verticel studs which connect the water box bonnet to
the base, have pulled out from time to time. Various attempts have been
made to replace these studs, but it has not been found possible to keep
them tight, end unless these studs can be made to hold, unsatisfactory
results will follow, As this type of pump 1s no longer manufactured,
vitally necessary replacement parts are impossible to obtain, and it fol-
lows tLt a satisfactory repalr job camnot be made.

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After having given careful consideration to the requirements,
it is felt that one new pump of modern design should be installed as soen
as possible, This unit should be of a gize calculated to handle the en-
tire load and should be of a type specifically designed for this service.

the syphon and delaying er stopping its action., In addition, the fleld
tile bed being under cemtinual discharge, does not have time to beconme
asrated and thus the bed is at all times sodden and sour. Sinoe the ex-
isting septic tank i:dudgol to be somewhat on the small side, 1t should

be cleaned at least 0® A& year,

Our memorendum of July 6th, outlines the procedure to reliwe
the difficulty amd it also includes for the re lecement of the chlorinator
plant. The chlorinator plant has been requisitioned, end it is expeoted
that its imstallation will be completed in the near fut ure.

School, 1 found that neither of the dormitories
were equipped with fire escapes. They are 8O
s tuated that in case of a fire one of them 1s
sure to be cut off. 1 left the matter with Mr.
Paterson and the Principal to Erapare a report
suggesting as to how it could be remedied along
with an estimate of the cost. The electric
wiring in the basement of this school 1s also
dangerous., 1 saw electric irons being used
plugged into a drop cord that had been Jjoined
in two places and they were not even taped.
This is bad enough anywhere in the building but

1s doubly dangerous in a basement.,
