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reocommendation, and would suggest that, as was done

at the MolIntosh school when the penstock was belng
replaced, a used truock or automoblle engine together
with the necessary pulleys and belting be purchased,
and installed by the school authorities. At Lolntosh,
the Department paid U 50.00 for the pulleys and belting,
and 2100.00 for a used automoblile engine.”

You will note from the above that the
Surveys & ingineering Hranch recommend an expenditure
of approximately #150.00. It is possible that you may
have to pay slightly more than this amount. In any
oase I think it would be preferable for you %o arrange
the purchase of the automobile engine looally and also
secure the pulleys and belting necessary. The season
is advaneing and local purchase will enable you to
seoure the items at the earliest possible date and
have them installed.
